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The epidemic in African American communities is a continuing public health crisis 

for the US.  At the end of 2006 there were estimated 1.1 million people living with HIV 

infection, of which 46% were black/African American.  African Americans continue to 

account for a higher proportion of cases at all stages of this disease ðfrom infection 

with HIV to death with AIDSðcompared with other members of other races.  AIDS is 

now the leading cause of death for Black women ages 25 to 34 and the second leading 

cause of death for Black men ages 35 to 44.  African Americans face a number of 

risk factors that contribute to the high rates of HIV infection.  Lack of awareness of 

HIV is risky for men and women.  Stigma, a ñnegative social label that identifies people 

as deviantò, puts too many African American communities at a high risk of infection.  

Many at risk for infection fear stigma more than knowing their status, choosing to hide 

their high-risk behavior rather than seek counseling and testing.  The Christian re-

sponse to AIDS/HIV should always be one of grace and mercy.  No matter how a 

disease was contracted, our responsibility is to be ministers of grace, love, mercy and 

forgiveness.  We have a responsibility to do good to all (Luke 10:29-37), and the Gos-

pel we share is still ñthe power of God for the salvation of everyone who believesò.
