Be active:   Take the opportunity to start a 

fitness program.  Do a variety of fun activi-

ties like walking, dancing, playing volleyball, 

swimming and more. Be active for at least 2 

1/2 hours a week.  Include activities that 

raise your breathing and heart rates and that 

strengthen your muscles.  

Plan a successful trip:   If you are going on 

a trip, be prepared.  Are vaccinations or a 

passport required?  Are there special foods, 

destination or other things you need to con-

sider ahead of time?  If you are taking medi-

cations, do you have enough?  Know whatôs 

happening en route and at your travel desti-

nation.  

Watch your step:   There may be tempta-

tions on your break that involve different or 

high - risk activity.  Think twice before putting 

yourself at risk for injury.  Be sure to use 

appropriate safety gear before venturing out, 

such as seat belts, life vests, or knee pads.  

Protect yourself from the sun:  After a 

cold winter, itôs tempting to stay in the hot 

sun all day.  Although getting a little sun can 

have some benefits, excessive and unpro-

tected sun exposure can result in premature 

aging, changes in skin texture, and skin can-

cer.  

Eat healthy:  Having fun takes energy and 

fuel.  Be sure to eat a variety of foods, in-

cluding plenty of vegetables, fruits and whole 

grain products.  Also, include low - fat dairy 

products, lean meats, poultry, fish and leg-

umes.  Drink lots of water and go easy on 

the salt, alcohol, and saturated fat.  Good 

nutrition should be part of an overall healthy 

lifestyle, including physical activity, not 

smoking and stress management.
